DERMATOLOGY

The six competencies as defined by the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education are:

b) Medical Knowledge

c) Interpersonal and Communications Skills

d) Professionalism

e) Practice Based Learning and Improvement

f) Systems Based Practice

The implementations of the cardiovascular diseases educational objectives are detailed below:

OBJECTIVE:

By the end of the rotation, the resident should have a general knowledge of the major diseases and tumors of the skin and should be able to diagnose and treat common skin conditions.

MEDICAL KNOWLEDGE AND PATIENT CARE

Knowledge

The resident will:

· Learn to recognize and manage common skin diseases including:

Pigment disorders, eruptions, follicular disease, hair conditions, skin ulcers, nail infections and deformities, purpura, pruritis, nodules, bullous lesions and skin signs of systemic diseases. 

· Learn to recognize and prevent dermatologic malignancy.

· Evaluate and treat bums.

· Understand the use of topical therapies in dermatology.

Skills

The resident will become proficient in:

· Physical examination of the skin & description of skin diseases.

· Treatment of common skin diseases.

· Such procedures as application of chemical destructive agents for skin lesions, skin scraping, skin biopsy and cryotherapy.

· Recognizing the use, mechanism of action, and potential side effects of medications used to treat skin disease.

INTERPERSONAL & COMMUNICATION SKILLS AND PROFESSIONALISM

Attitudes

· The resident will understand the importance of skin disease on the overall health of patients.

· The resident will learn to be an effective caregiver in both the inpatient an outpatient setting, with respect to patient care and patient education upon evaluation and discharge

PRACTICE BASED LEARNING & IMPROVEMENT AND SYSTEMS BASED PRACTICE

Implementation

Residents will:

· Evaluate patients with a wide range of skin diseases.  

· Attend dermatology clinics.

· Demonstrate skills of physical examination before an attending physician.

· Case conferences led by faculty of the Division of General Internal Medicine and Department of Dermatology will address specific objectives. Please refer to weekly conference schedule for details.

References will be provided.

Evaluation

· Clinical competency exam given to all first year residents will assess skills of history taking and physical examination.

· Interaction with faculty members will take place after each patient encounter.  Semi-annual and annual evaluations will be based on faculty evaluation of resident encounters with patients.

· A quarterly examination based on the objectives and case conferences will be given to all residents.
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
