TO ALL AECOM STUDENTS:

Beth Israel Medical Center offers housing, at no charge, to third and fourth year Albert Einstein medical students during their assigned rotations at Beth Israel.  Due to limited availability, housing is assigned on a first-come basis to all eligible students with a higher priority given to those clerkships and subinternships requiring night call and for longer rotations.

Housing is in Gilman Hall at 353 East 17th Street, the corner of First Avenue and 17th Street, the corner of First Avenue and 17th Street.  This is primarily a residential building with a doorman and a laundry room.  Each apartment has two bedrooms, a living room, dining room, kitchen and bathroom. The apartments are completely furnished, but you must supply your own bedding. WE ASK THAT YOU KEEP THE APRARTMENT CLEAN AND NEAT AT ALL TIMES.  DO NOT INSTALL CABLE IN ANY OF THE APARTMENTS.  
During your stay in Beth Israel housing, you will share an apartment with up to 3 other Einstein students.  The apartments are single sex.  Each student assigned to this apartment, will receive a set of two-three keys.  The keys must be picked up from me in the Department of Medicine (Baird Hall, 20th Floor, Room 56).  NO KEYS WILL BE GIVEN OUT PRIOR TO THE START OF YOUR ROTATION.  You are responsible for returning the keys at the end of your rotation, DO NOT PASS ON KEYS TO OTHER STUDENTS AT ANYTIME OR FOR ANY REASON.  Please return your keys to me personally or drop the keys (with your name and apartment number) in the key return box on the security desk in Gilman Hall.

HOUSING REGULATIONS:


You have been assigned to Beth Israel Medical Center student housing, in an apartment located in the Gilman Hall Building at 353 East 17th Street (Corner of First Avenue and 17th Street).  Each student assigned to this apartment, will receive a set of keys for the apartment.  There is a non-refundable fee of $10.00 for the keys for every rotation. Please be sure to carry your keys with you, the doors on the apartments "slam lock".  If you are locked out of your apartment, there is a Lock-Out and/or Loss Key Fee of $20.00.


This apartment building has 24-hour access, security and a laundry room.


You will share this apartment with other Einstein students so PLEASE KEEP THE APARTMENT CLEAN. If the apartment requires extra cleaning, you will be charged a fee for this service.  You are responsible for the usual apartment maintenance including:




Taking out the garbage daily;



Keeping the apartment uncluttered (all personal items put away in a organized 



manner); and




Keeping the bathroom clean. 
It is especially important to carry out any garbage containing food each day.

DO NOT REMOVE THE BEDS FROM THE BEDROOMS OR THE APARTMENTS.

The Gilman Hall student housing at Beth Israel is part of the institution, please conduct yourselves in a professional manner when you are on the premises. You are responsible for the behavior of all your guests.  All guests are required to sign in with a picture I.D. (this includes visiting AECOM Students). Overnight guests are not permitted.   You are expected to be considerate of your neighbors and keep the noise level to a minimum.  Parties are NOT ALLOWED in the Einstein student apartments at Gilman Hall.  Drunkenness is not allowed, in the "private" or the public areas of the Beth Israel medical student housing. NO ALCOHOL BEVERAGES ARE ALLOWED IN THE APARTMENTS—IF VIOLATED ALL OCCUPANTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO VACATE THE PREMISES. DO NOT PASS ON KEYS TO OTHER STUDENTS AT ANYTIME OR SWITCH APARTMENTS FOR ANY REASON.  AFTER EACH ROTATION YOU MUST VACATE THE PREMISES, NO EXCEPTIONS OF ANY KIND.

The Beth Israel Medical Center housing is part of the medical center.  This housing is provided to facilitate your clinical experience.   The employees at Gilman Hall will report all unprofessional activities as well as the violation of any of the regulations stated above to the Office of Undergraduate Medical Education at Beth Israel Medical Center.


“If any of the above regulations are violated, you will be asked to vacate housing.  Violations will be reported to the school.”  You must be aware that behavior unbecoming a physician, demonstrating lack of consideration for your peers or for the individuals who make this building their home or work place, may be reflected in your rotation evaluation and/or your Dean's letter under concerns for your professionalism, consideration, and relationship with others.  


Telephone service in the apartments is for local use only, area codes 212, 718 and 516.  For calls to other area codes please use a calling card number or call collect.  Do not make long distance calls on these telephones.


If during the rotation you use any hospital linens, please be sure to return them to the dirty linen bin on the appropriate floor.  Do not leave them in the laundry room in Gilman Hall.


Upon completion of your rotation, ALL KEYS MUST BE RETURNED.  If you are unable to return the keys to me directly, please leave them in an envelope with your name and apartment number on it in the black key box on the security desk as you enter Gilman Hall.
